 Controlling Law.   This Agreement has been executed in the State of 

Colorado pursuant to the Colorado Revised Statutes, Section 14-10-112. The parties 

intend that this Agreement shall constitute a “Separation Agreement” setting for 

their disposition of their assets and liabilities, as well as their obligations with 

respect to support.  The validity interpretation, construction, effect and 

enforceability of this Agreement, as well as the rights waived or retained pursuant 

to the terms of this Agreement, shall be governed by the laws of the State of 

Colorado.   The parties intend that the terms and provisions set forth in this 

Agreement shall be binding on the Court in any action for dissolution of marriage 

and/or legal separation.  

 Legal Representation.  Both parties have decided to negotiate and execute 

this Agreement without the advice of benefit of counsel.  Both parties are fully 

aware of their right to be represented by counsel in connection with this Agreement.
